Two C5000SL Combilifts have been drafted in by the
Defence Storage and Distribution Agency (DSDA) to work
at its vehicle and equipment storage facility due to the
extreme manoeuvrability and versatility they offer for
handling a very specific and problematic type of load —
components for assembling tank and infantry bridging.

The site in Gloucestershire is the central storage depot for
a variety of bridge units waiting to undergo repair and
maintenance and these large and bulky units were causing
a problem for mainstream forklifts.

The truck'’s ability to work both inside and out and its
superior manoeuvrability over conventional sideloaders
has also considerably speeded up operations.” Due to the
size of the finished panels, which can be from 3-9m long
and 2.4 — 3m wide, the Sl was supplied with longer than
standard forks and a spreader beam for extra stability with
extreme loads.
